Dear Friends,  

What exciting times we live in. Here we are in the 21st Century with a choice of an   

African American and a woman vs. our traditional white male presidential candidate. 
Societal  thinking is going through a paradigm shift, time to celebrate!  

April is Sexual Assault Awareness Month. Our goal at the Womenôs Crisis Support Team 
is to encourage a needed shift in thinking about the way sexual assault victims are 
viewed and often blamed for their ñpredicamentò. The rapist is rarely held accountable. 

ñWhat did or didnôt the victim do to prevent the sexual assault from happening?ò. A common 
thought is that if we avoid this type of behavior, sexual assault wonôt happen to us or our loved 
ones. This thinking promotes a false sense of security.  

Did you know: A rapist makes a conscious decision to use power and control over an individual.  

Rape is not about sex. Rape is premeditated. Sexual Assault is a sexual act that is non -consensual 
and is inflicted upon a person unable to grant consent OR is unwanted and compelled through the 
use of physical force, manipulation, coercion, threats, or intimidation. The stranger rapist lurking in 

the dark is not the norm. In 80% of sexual assault cases, the rapist is more likely known to the   
victims and their families.  

A sexual assault victim can be anyone. Victims are chosen because they are accessible, vulnerable 
and may lack credibility. The most victimized populations are children, adolescents, people with    
developmental disabilities, people with mental illness, any dependant person, any institutionalized 

person, any non -English speaking person, the poor (especially the homeless), people on the fringes 
of crime, the   elderly, people with physical disabilities, and people who are drunk or loaded.  

It is our hope that victims will come forward and tell their stories and that our community will meet 
them with open minds.
